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Meeting with the Department of  Public 
Instruction  - The TDMAW Legislative 
Committee met in August with State 

School Superintendant, Tony Evers, to tour Strohwig 
Industries and discuss ways in which TDMAW can help 
to foster Tech Ed in public schools.  Superintendent 
Evers was open to our concerns and shared the  
efforts being made by his department and the Walker 
administration to promote Tech Ed.  There seems 
to be a growing understanding among state policy 
makers that many kids in our public schools are more 
interested in working with their hands than taking 

college preparation courses. Superintendent Evers provided the committee 
with contacts within his department who we could work with to promote 
Tech Ed in our public schools.  A future meeting with the department has 
been scheduled in October.  Many thanks to Mike Retzer and the folks at 
Strohwig for hosting the meeting. 

Fall Legislative Session  -  With the recall elections and summer 
recess ended, the Legislature returns to Madison in September for 
the Fall Legislative session. Governor Walker has spent part of  his 
summer meeting with both Democratic and Republican leaders 
in hopes of  developing a more collegial atmosphere in Madison.  I 
expect the Legislature will consider legislation designed to promote 
the Wisconsin economy and put people back to work. I am taking this 
opportunity to highlight some of  the legislation that may be of  interest 
to TDMAW members that will be on the Fall agenda. 

AB 129 – Creates the Wisconsin Venture Capital Authority and 
is designed to encourage venture capital investment in Wisconsin 
businesses. AB 129 is authored by Representative Gary Tauchen (R-
